Josceline Grove's library comprises three main strands: (i) books about specific British
country houses; (ii) general books on architecture and topography in the British Isles; and
(iii) books on the landscape and gardening. My own library overlapped with the first
strand, but | was more concerned with catalogues of the contents of houses, private
collections of paintings, drawings, sculpture and other works of art. We would receive
catalogues by post, many from the same dealers and exchange news of successful
purchases. On a couple of occasions we exchanged books, where each of us badly
wanted a book which the other one possessed. The shared nature of our book collecting
makes me happy to contribute this preface.

Book collectors with long memories will recognize the handwriting of booksellers who
specialized in books on the country house, architecture and collecting such as Mickie
Brand and Alex Fotheringham (Marlborough Rare Books), John Saumarez Smith
(Heywood Hill) and Hugh Pagan (eponymous). Josceline formed his library during the last
fifty years or so when books of this kind were easy to find. Nowadays they are much
scarcer in the antiquarian book trade. Hence the sale of his library gives today's collectors
an unusual opportunity to acquire books many of which have now become rare and
elusive. All the books contain Josceline Grove's bookplate and often his notes tipped in
